ADD AND SUBTRACT NUMBERS IN DECIMAL FORM

To add or subtract numbers in decimal form, use the following procedure:

Step 1. Arrange the numbers vertically, lining up the decimal points. If necessary, add zeros to
get an equal number of decimal places.

Step 2. Add or subtract, beginning with the right-hand column. Remember to follow the rules
for combining signed numbers (see page 3).

Examples

1. 84+002=

Step 2. Add, beginning with the right-hand column.
