Skill TA3 : Calculate percent increase and decrease

CALCULATE PERCENT INCREASE AND DECREASE
For a Single Amount

Given an original amount and the percent of increase or decrease, find the new amount. To find
the new amount, follow the procedure below:

Step 1. Calculate the amount of increase or decrease by changing the percent to a decimal (or a
fraction) and multiplying by the original amount.

Step 2. Add the increase to the original amount or subtract the decrease from the original

amount.
Examples
1. If you increase 500 by 25% of itself, what is the result?

Step 1. Calculate the amount of increase.

500X 0.25 =125

Step 2. Add the increase to the original amount.

500 + 125 = 625
2. Atelevision that sells for $620 is decreased by 20%. What is the new cost?

Step 1. Calculate the amount of decrease.

$620x0.20= 5124

Step 2. Subtract the decrease from the original amount.

5620 — $124 = 5496
For More Than One Amount
Given two amounts, find the percent of increase or decrease.
Step 1. Calculate the amount of increase or decrease.
Step 2. Divide the amount of increase or decrease by the original number.

Step 3. Change this result to a percent.
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
