SOLVE FOR ONE VARIABLE OF THE SENTENCE (a% of b= ¢)

A variable is a letter or symbol used to represent one or more numbers in a mathematical ex-
pression. In the equation a% of b =c, a, b, and ¢ are each variables. The problems in this
section include the following three forms:

=  What is a% of b7

= ¢ is5 a% of what number?
* ¢ is what percent of b7
What is a% of b?

Step 1. Change a% to a decimal by moving the decimal point two places to the left.

Step 2.  Multply the decimal by &.

Examples
1. What is 6% of 2007

Step 1. Change 6% to a decimal by moving the decimal point two places to the left.

6% = D.06

Step 2. Multiply 0.06 by 200,
0.06 X 200 = 12 12 is 6% of 200.

What is 120% of 187

Step 1. Change 120% to a decimal by moving the decimal point two places to the left.

120% =1.2

Step 2. Multiply 1.2 by 18.

1.2 18=210 21.6 15 120% of 18.
