IDENTIFY EQUIVALENT DECIMALS, PERCENTS, AND FRACTIONS
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A percent is a notation for a ratio with the denominator 100; for example, ﬁ = 3%. Fractions,
decimals, and percents can be used to represent the same value.
Change Decimals to Percents

Given a decimal, change it to a percent by moving the decimal point two places to the right and
attaching the percent symbol.

Example

1. Change 1.382 to a percent.
Move the decimal point two places to the right and attach the percent sign.
1.382 = 138.2%

Change Decimals to Fractions

Given a decimal, change it to a fraction by reading the decimal number as a fraction or mixed
number; then write it. When reading the fraction, the numerator is the number with the decimal
point omitted. The denominator will be 10 if there is one digit to the right of the decimal point,
100 if there are two digits, 1000 if there are three digits, and so on. Reduce the fraction, if
possible.

Examples

£

Write 0.06 as a fraction.
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0.06 is read as 6 hundredths.” Write this as the fraction;: —.

Reduce by dividing the numerator and denominator by 2.
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3. Write 1.7 as a fraction.
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1.7 is read as “one and seven tenths.” Write this as the mixed number: 1 — or ﬁ
