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Reflexive Pronouns

» Example: I love myself.
Ich liebe mich.
> Subject and object are the same.

I Reflexive pronouns are identical to their corresponding accusative or dative pronouns, except for third person singular, third person plural, and
the formal, which take only one form: sich !

= The DATIVE REFLEXIVE PRONOUNS are also used when referring to something we are doing to our body.
» InGerman this would be expressed by using the definite article in the accusative (direct object) and a reflexive pronoun:

Examples:  Ich putze mir die Zdhne. -literally: T brush myself the teeth.

Du kdmmst dir die Haare.
Er wdscht sich die Hdnde.
